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CURE Releases Breast Cancer Special Issue

Dallas, Tx — Sept. 1, 2006 “I was a busy 45-year-old wife and mother of six active children. A serious illness was the last thing I was thinking about when I found the lump in my left breast while doing a self-exam in the shower. The diagnosis was swift and sure, and on Oct. 3, 1994, I had a total mastectomy.”

“We always provide our readers with hope, and with this issue we have included the patient voice throughout,” says Editor-in-Chief Vinay Jain, MD. “Our Facing the Challenge department looks at advanced and recurrent disease, and for this issue we have focused on four women who were given a bad prognosis but who have thrived not only personally but also in giving back to the cancer community.”

In addition to numerous editorial awards, CURE was recently named one of the top 10 best new magazines of 2002 by Library Journal, the oldest independent national library publication.
