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CURE Wins Gold at Folio Awards/Special Survivors’ Issue Due Out This Winter
 

Dallas, TX – Feb. 21, 2005 CURE: Cancer Updates, Research & Education won a gold Eddie Award for editorial excellence and a gold Ozzie Award for best cover design at the 2004 Folio Show Awards ceremony in New York City on Nov. 14. CURE is published by Cancer Information Group in Dallas, which also publishes medical journals. 

The editorial staff won the gold Eddie Award in the prestigious best consumer health category, besting Yoga Journal and Health magazines, its competitors in the consumer health above 250,000 category.

CURE Creative Director Susan Douglass took home the gold Ozzie Award for best cover design in the consumer category (more than 250,000 circulation) for the Winter 2003 cover.

CURE, which published its first issue in spring of 2002,  combines science and humanity and is distributed to 425,000 cancer patients, survivors, caregivers and medical professionals both through home delivery and cancer centers across the country. 

“We continue to receive awards, and it’s heartening that, while we know we are giving our readers the best, the industry agrees,” says Editor-in-Chief Vinay Jain, MD, owner of Cancer Information Group. 

In 2004, the magazine was a finalist for the American Society of Magazine Editors’ National Magazine Awards in the category of best single-topic issue, won editorial and design awards from the American Cancer Society and the Press Club of Dallas, which also awarded Douglass a Katie Award for the Winter 2003 cover.

Susan McClure, publisher of CURE, says the awards confirm the high standard set for the magazine when it was launched three years ago. 

“Our goal from the beginning has been to give our readers the best, and to keep it free,” she says.

CURE offers readers stories on the latest treatments in cancer in addition to information on psychosocial issues and the latest news and events around the country associated with cancer.

There are almost 10 million Americans who either have dealt or are dealing with cancer, says Dr. Jain. “Our goal is to educate them so that they can be partners in their care and to help them find ways to live life to the fullest when going through and beyond cancer.”

In addition to taking top honors at the awards ceremony, CURE is hard at work to bring our special survivors’ issue to readers in Winter 2004. It’s not just about surviving cancer—it’s about thriving after cancer. And that’s what this special survivors’ issue offers, says Dr. Jain. 

CURE tells the story of John Cleland, who was cured of late-stage, metastatic testicular cancer when it appeared there was no hope. The joy in his story comes from the dedicated physician who oversaw his treatment and the researchers who worked tirelessly to bring the drug to the public. 

CURE also takes you to Greenland in this issue with a wonderful story from breast cancer survivor Malin Jennings, who looks at how a place can provide the impetus for healing. Her diagnosis drew her back to the joy she found while in her 20s in the quiet cold of the Arctic, so she returned there and CURE takes readers along on this trek to the top of the world.

CURE also tackles the latest in multiple myeloma and a look at cervical cancer and the virus behind the disease. Departments explore dating after cancer, life insurance issues, fear of recurrence and exercise during treatment and as a preventive measure.

“This upcoming issue improves upon what we do, and that is to inspire and educate our readers,” says Dr. Jain. “Our special survivors’ issue will be a must-have for anyone who has gone through cancer.”
