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Largest Magazine for Cancer Patients Expands Coverage 
Post-treatment issues of long-term and late effects now part of CURE
DALLAS, TX – July 1, 2008    CURE: Cancer Updates, Research & Education, the country’s largest direct-to-patient cancer publication with a circulation of 425,000, will expand its coverage to include more information for long-term survivors beginning with its fall 2008 issue. The National Cancer Institute estimates there are 12 million U.S. cancer survivors, a number that is expected to increase to 20 million by 2030.
The free, award-winning magazine educates  people affected by cancer—including  patients, survivors and caregivers—by creating articles on the medical and psychosocial aspects of cancer, including prevention, diagnosis, treatment, side effects, and post-treatment issues.
“CURE magazine has always covered survivorship topics, and our decision to expand coverage is a direct reflection of what’s happening in the cancer community,” says Publisher Susan McClure, an 11-year breast cancer survivor.  “People who have had cancer are living longer and need information more than ever before about long-term and late effects, genetics and the emotional impact of surviving cancer.”

The new CURE department will address long-term physical effects of cancer treatment such as sexuality, chronic pain, fertility, cardiovascular issues, and second cancers. In addition, readers will find research and interventions about psychosocial and quality of life aspects of long-term survivorship such as communication, lifestyle changes, and financial issues.


Results from an American Cancer Society study on cancer survivors shows that, while many post-treatment emotional issues such as fear of recurrence, sleeplessness and cancer-related fatigue drop off after the first year, they do not completely resolve even 10 years after treatment.

“The results of this study, which is one of the largest studies of cancer survivors’ quality

of life ever conducted, indicates that these issues are ones that long-term survivors need to be aware of and need to discuss with their health care providers,” says Kevin Stein, PhD, director of quality of life research for the American Cancer Society, adding that he is pleased that an overview of survivorship research will launch the new department in the upcoming issue. 

 CURE Media Group, publishers of CURE magazine, have been committed to the issues of survivorship since the magazine’s inception in 2002, and in 2007 launched a second magazine, Heal, to specifically address post-treatment concerns. “What we found was that our readers wanted information in one magazine,” says McClure. “We will also be producing an annual Survivorship Guide similar to our popular Resource Guide to Cancer, which every new subscriber receives.”

 CURE is also launching a new website in the fall that will have unique material on all aspects of the cancer journey.

Kathy LaTour, editor-at-large for CURE and a 22-year breast cancer survivor, will oversee the content of the new department. 

“CURE has become a lifeline of information and connection that we did not have 22 years ago,” LaTour says. “And the addition of this chapter in a cancer patient’s life will mean we can say without a doubt that we are the source for cancer patient education no matter where someone is on the cancer journey.”
