In the first issue, a piece entitled Starving the Tumor explains antiangiogenesis, how new drugs prevent the growth of blood vessels that feed cancer tumors.  The article gives a real patient's account, explains what the drugs do, and highlights and defines important medical terms.  A chart lists several open phase III clinical trials along with phone numbers and contact persons so the reader can take action. Web sites and additional contact numbers are also included to link readers to important resources.

More than 400,000 copies of the first issue have been sent directly to cancer patients, cancer support groups, cancer treatment centers and doctor's offices, free of charge.  Additional CURE issues are scheduled for June, September and December of 2002, and in January and April of 2003.  A limited number of free subscriptions are available.  Beyond this, regular subscriptions are available at a modest cost.  CURE was created by Cancer Information Group, LP, a publishing company managed by physicians active in cancer research and treatment.
CURE is an 80-page, four-color, consumer quality publication, not a medical journal or newsletter.  It is richly illustrated and written in understandable language.  Editorial focuses on recent advances in prognosis, treatment and prevention for all forms of cancer.  Departments focus on milestones in the cancer journey including newly diagnosed, in treatment, post treatment, after cancer, and recurrent cancer.

CURE will also go beyond medicine and science to cover the human impact of cancer, providing insight into how cancer changes the way we live, work, cope and interact.  To help patients with these human issues, CURE will offer information about new support resources that complement medical treatment.

Oncology hot topics to be covered in future CURE issues are Breathing New Life into Lung Cancer Treatments; Surgery and Cancer: Sentinel Node Biopsy;?; How Can Hospitals Build Healing Environments?; and Myeloma Therapies.
